e Emergency Financial Aid — In close cooperation with Fairfax County,
we provide emergency financial assistance to neighbors in need of urgent help with payments for
rent, utilities, medical services, prescriptions, and other essential services.

e Furniture Program — Share picks up donations within the neighborhood and delivers clean, used
furniture to needy families and formerly homeless individuals.

e Technology Program — Using local high school teens, Share refurbishes and distributes used laptops
that are essential tools for students and many adults.

® Other Programs — Share provides new Back-to-School supplies in the summer for children in need
and holiday gifts in the Fall to our regular clients.
